On Monday 26th January, we would like to take the Year 5 children to Birmingham Central Mosque, B12 
0XS, to support our religious education work. This will be a fantastic opportunity for the children to learn 
what is it like to be a Muslim in Britain. During the day, the children will have a guided tour around the 
mosque.  

In order to give ourselves enough time to explore the mosque, we will be leaving school at 9am on coach 
and we will return to school ready for normal collection. For the trip, children will need wear school 
uniform on the top half and pe tracksuit bottoms and trainers for bottom.  

As the mosque is a religious place of worship, we must enforce that all children have a vegetarian lunch for 
the trip - Thank you for your cooperation with this.
