	How does faith help people when life gets hard?
Make sense of belief:

	How can we make our local area more sustainable?
· Since the Earth was inhabited, humans and other life forms have depended on things that exist in nature to survive.
· The UK has a lot of natural resources, including fossil fuels for energy, crops for food, and livestock for food as well as clothes.
· There are concerns about the sustainable usage of many natural resources.
· A few natural resources are regarded to be inexhaustible such as sunlight and geothermal energy. This means they will never run out.
· Today, over 80% of the total amount of energy used globally comes from fossil fuels.
· Different cities are trying to become more sustainable and environmentally friendly.  For example:
•	The vertical forest in Milan
•	Copenhagen and Denmark (public transport is improving with use of electric vehicles/more bike routes are available etc)
•	Zurich – 80% of energy comes from renewable sources
•	Bristol – residents recycle 47% of their waste
Worcester City Council has a vision and strategy:
Vision: By 2030, Worcester will be a carbon neutral city which will be resilient to the changing climate with low levels of air pollution and high levels of biodiversity.

· To know that ‘flavour’ is how a food or drink tastes.
